Vocational Presentation* Outline

Provided below is a guideline to use when planning your Vocational Presentation to the Club.

Remember to avoid the most common pitfall with Vocational Speeches. This presentation is about you and your occupation or profession, not your business or employer.

1. Tell them who you are and where you live.

2. Give background information, where you went to school, achievements, hobbies, family, etc.

3. Tell them about your job, product and/or service – don’t advertise or promote.

4. Indicate who sponsored you in the club
* A vocational presentation is a short speech (about 5 minutes) given by individual club members from time to time over the course of the year using the outline above as a guide for points to cover. The president usually asks in advance for members to take their turn at the mike.
